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Abstract : Peace diplomacy is the most important international tool to maintain peace all over the World. This study consists of
three parts. In the first part, the leadership of Devlet Bah&ccedil;eli, leader of the Nationalist Movement Party, will be
introduced as a tool of peace communication and peace management. Also, in this part, peace communication will be explained
by the peace leadership traits of Devlet Bah&ccedil;eli, who is one of the efficient political leaders representing the concepts of
compromise and agreement on different sides of politics. In the second part of study, it is aimed to analyze Devlet
Bah&ccedil;eli&rsquo;s leadership within the frame of peace communication and the final part of this study is about creating
an original public communication model for public diplomacy based on Devlet Bah&ccedil;eli as an example. As a result, the
main purpose of this study is to develop an original peace communication model including peace modules, peace management
projects, original dialogue procedures and protocols exhibited in the policies of Devlet Bah&ccedil;eli. The political leadership
represented by Devlet Bah&ccedil;eli inspires political leaders to provide peace communication. In this study, principles and
policies of peace leadership of Devlet Bah&ccedil;eli will be explained as an original model on a peace communication platform.
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
