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Abstract : Mandalay is home to the last dynasty of Myanmar and is rich in cultural heritage. In Mandalay, cultural heritage is
still being seen today, in not only intangible but also many tangible heritages. Intangible heritage, a religious structure such as
mosques, churches, stupas, temples, Buddha libraries and monasteries, comprise over 80%. Among these religious structures,
the authors aim to study the wooden monasteries built in the 19th century and then propose heritage management for them.
Although some of the wooden monasteries are being conserved by the government, NGOs or inhabitants in those buildings,
because of  the unsystematic management plan and some of  the inappropriate traditional  methods,  even their  authentic
architectural values have been lost today. In this paper, four aspects are explored: 1) the architectural features of 19th-century
wooden monasteries 2) the condition of the problems and challenges, 3) the analysis of the problems of them and finally, based
on these above analyses, recommend the appropriate heritage management proposal.
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
