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Abstract : The aim of the study was to determine the levels of performance in Composition Writing of English 122: Writing in
the  Discipline  of  the  Associate  in  Hospitality  Management  Freshman Students  in  relation  to  their  reading and writing
experiences at the Cebu Technological University Tuburan Campus, Academic Year 2009-2010 as basis for a proposed skill
exercises. Specifically, this research answers the following questions: Firstly, based on the students’ written compositions,
what the students’ levels of performance in the following are: Composition Topic with subcomponents of Topic Development,
Organizational  or  Logical  Conclusions,  Accurate,  Relevant  Evidence  or  Detail,  Voice/Tone/Style,  and  the  Composition
Conventions with subcomponents of Structure, Grammar and Usage, Spelling, Capitalization, Punctuation. Secondly, what the
students’ extents of experiences in view of Writing and Reading Experiences are.
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
