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Abstract : Background: Cervical cancer is the second most common women cancer among worldwide; representing 13% of
female cancers. In Sudan, it ranks as the second most frequent cancer among women as other developing countries. Aim: Is to
study awareness, attitude of nursing students towards cervical cancer prevention. The results: Most of the students were not
aware of other screening methods than Pap smear test. However, half of the respondents showed positive attitudes towards
HPV vaccination. More than two-thirds of respondents exhibited a positive attitude and were willing to undergo Pap smear in
the future. Conclusion: The study shows that the majority of the participants have poor information, education would motivate
nurses to participate actively in awareness raising, screening, and management.
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
