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Abstract : Recently, the industry and academia have been planning development through industry/university cooperation
(IUC), and the government has been promoting alternative methods to achieve successful IUC. Representatively, business
cultivation involves the lead university (regarding IUC), research and development (R&D), company support, professional
manpower cultivation, and marketing, etc., and the scale of support expands every year. Research is performed by many
academic researchers to achieve IUC and although satisfaction of their results is high, expectations are not being met and
study of the main factor is insufficient. Therefore, this research improves on theirs by analysing the main factors influencing
their  satisfaction.  Each factor  is  analysed by  AHP,  and portfolio  analysis  is  performed on the  importance and current
satisfaction level. This will help improve satisfaction of business participants and ensure effective IUC in the future.
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
