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Abstract : The purpose of this article is to examine the political economy and history of internal displacement, migration and
human security in Zimbabwe from 1800 to present day. The article gives a timeline of major internal displacement, migration
trends that took place in Zimbabwe before colonialism, through the colonial period up to the present day and examines the
human security context of such periods. In view of the above, a political economy analysis will be employed to examine the
different factors that promoted internal displacement and human movements from 1800 to the present day and explore the
architecture of human security in Zimbabwe. The ultimate goal of this literature review is to provide a longitudinal analysis of
internal displacement, migration and human security regimes that existed in Zimbabwe with the view of promoting social
cohesion and nation building.
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
