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Abstract  :  The  relevance  of  enhancing  human  resource  development  in  entrepreneurship  for  economic  growth  and
development cannot be overemphasized since no country can grow and developed economically above its citizenry. Africa for
example and Nigeria in particular is lagging behind in terms of economic growth and development when compared with other
developed countries of the world like China, Japan, Singapore, USA etc. The reason is not farfetched from these developed
countries efforts in enhancing human resource development in entrepreneurship education. For Nigeria to attain this height of
development, this paper discusses the meaning of human resource development in entrepreneurship as the framework for
helping employees develop their personal and organizational skills knowledge and abilities as this includes employee training,
career development and performance management to enable an organization achieve a set goal. While entrepreneurship
education is  seen as  an aspect  of  education that  is  geared towards self-reliance,  some of  the challenges faced in  the
enhancement  of  human  resource  development  in  Nigeria  include  inadequate  training  and  re-training  of  instructors  of
entrepreneurship in higher education. Insufficient funding to higher education were discussed and recommendations to include
adequate funding, training and re-training of instructors of higher education be enhanced as some of the ways forward.
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
