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Abstract : Government regulation is a result of agreement on the struggle of ideas, interests, and ideologies among elites in
state institution. The polemic about death penalty policy in Indonesia is still becoming an interesting discussion and also a
complex issue. There are pros/ cons of whether the policy is humane or not. Indonesia becomes the concern of the world’s
community because the policy of death penalty applied is considered not reflecting the values of Indonesian culture including
tolerance, mutual cooperation, and love. This paper examines them using literature study on how public policy theories
respond to humanity issues and how Indonesian government should take steps to the issue of the death penalty that has
become polemic until now.
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
