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Abstract : This study is a critical analysis of the work of Robert Frost, 'Nothing Gold Can Stay'. It subjects the literary piece
into a qualitative analysis using the critical theory of mimesis. In effect, this study is proposed to find out and shed light on the
mimetic feature of the poem’s textuality. Generally, it aims to analyze the poem’s deeper meaning in the context of the reality
of life from birth to death. For the most part, this critical analysis discerns, investigates, and highlights the features which
present the imitation of life in detail and from a deeper view. Based on the result of analysis, it shows that Frost has portrayed
the cycle of life from birth to midst life as about proving oneself to others as far as achievements and accomplishments are
concerned; secondly, at some point of one’s life, successes and achievements are just one’s perfect signature of living. As Frost
discloses his poem, his message of the reality of life from birth to death is clear enough, that nothing is going to last forever.
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
