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Abstract : Human Resource is one of the most important elements in any country. They are very important in actualizing the
potential of every sector in the country, i.e Agric, Education, Finance, Judiciary and all formal and informal sectors. The
purpose of this study is to investigate the loss of human resource in Nigeria through street begging. The study used intensive
literature review. Finding from the review indicate that a significant number of human resource are into street begging in the
country undeveloped and untapped. The paper recommend that policy should be initiated to discourage street begging, develop
this resource through education and empowerment, stop rural-urban migration by providing infrastructure in the rural areas
and abolish informal (Almajiri or beggars school) and transform it into formal school.
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
