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Abstract : The impacts of climate change are greatly felt on Nigeria’s agricultural sector which in turn affects the economy of
the nation. There is an urgent need to educate farmers and fishermen in rural areas in Nigeria on climate change adaptation
and mitigation for sustainable development. Through our literature and participant observation, it has been discovered that
many farmers and fishermen in rural areas in Nigeria have little or no knowledge about climate change adaptation and
mitigation.  This  paper  seeks  to  draw the  attention  of  policy  makers  in  government,  private  sectors,  non-governmental
organizations and interested individuals to the need to seek for innovative ways of educating farmers and fishermen in rural
areas about climate change adaptation and mitigation for global sustainability.
